There have been many reasons to celebrate this year as a community and nothing brings together our Marsiling-
Yew Tee family quite like our various festivals and events.

The last few months have also brought good news to our town in the south of the GRC. Residents who gathered
for a meaningful family time at Yew Tee Town Day on 22 September 2019 were greeted with good news of an
integrated hub consisting of two-room flexi-flats for seniors, community club facilities, a polyclinic, a kidney
dialysis centre and a hawker centre. This is targeted to be completed by 2026.

The colourful lights, sounds and performances
extravaganza that is Chingay @ Heartlands delighted
Marsiling-Yew Tee residents as it came to our Town this
year. In commemorating our Bicentennial this year, it was
the largest street performance and float parade in Asia.
The famous float display made its way from the open field
beside Woodlands Avenue 5 and North Woodlands Link, to
Yew Tee Close where there was a Carnival for residents to
partake in the festivities.

Marsiling is one of the first few towns in Singapore to set up a social
service hub that specially benefits vulnerable families.

2019. Around 3,000 residents had gathered to celebrate Yew Tee Town Day by
partaking in brisk walks, enjoying singing and dancing performances, and trying
their hand at the various game stalls available.

Guest-of-honour Mr Lawrence Wong, Minister for National Development & Second
Minister for Finance graced the event, where he was hosted by Mr Alex Yam, MP
for Marsiling-Yew Tee GRC (Yew Tee). Other special guests included Dr Lam Pin
Min, Senior Minister of State for Transport and Health; Mr Zagy Mohamad, Minister
of State for National Development and Manpower; and Mr Ong Teng Koon, MP for
Marsiling-Yew Tee GRC (Woodgrove).
